o TBA’s Gan Ami summer program or Kayitz (Machane TBA summer camp) — $250/child
o A URJ - affiliated summer camp —$500/child
e All scholarship money will be sent directly to the organizations, not to the families.
e Applications will be reviewed with priority consideration given as follows:

o First consideration will be given to children of WTBA and/or TBA Brotherhood members.

o Second consideration will be given to children currently enrolled in TBA Gan Ami, their
grade level in MachaneTBA, or TBAHigh.

o Third consideration will be given to children who are not currently enrolled in TBA Gan Ami,
MachaneTBA, or TBAHigh but who are active members in a community-based Jewish
organization. Students must write a statement with a description of their involvement in that
organization.
